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Romans #10
 
In this session, we will look at Chapters 6 and 7.
 
Chapters 6 and 7 could be looked at as a parenthesis and deals with the basic question that arises from :
 
Romans 5:20-21 (KJV) 
20  Moreover the law entered, that the offence might abound. But where sin abounded, grace did much more abound: 
21  That as sin hath reigned unto death, even so might grace reign through righteousness unto eternal life by Jesus Christ our Lord. 
 
That question is: Romans 6:1 (KJV) 
1  What shall we say then? Shall we continue in sin, that grace may abound? 
There are two extremes that Christian have moved to. Legalism and license. This section is dealing with the license to sin because of the grace given by God to all who believe Romans 10:9-10.
 
The response is "God forbid".

Romans 6:2 (KJV) 
2  God forbid. How shall we, that are dead to sin, live any longer therein?
 
This answer is used 4 times in this section and can be translated "Let it not become so". This indicates that the decision to abuse grace is totally up to us. This is the key to understanding this section.

Romans 6:3 (KJV) 
3   Know ye not, that so many of us as were baptized into Jesus Christ were baptized into his death?
 
This tells us we have more than substitution (which was required to remite our sin) but now we see our identification with him.
 
Romans 6:4 (KJV) 
4  Therefore we are buried with him by baptism into death: that like as Christ was raised up from the dead by the glory of the Father, even so we also should walk in newness of life. 
 
This baptism is not of water but the baptism of holy spirit. If it was by water then it would be by law.
Because we were buried we had to be dead (in Gods eyes) and therefore answerable to sin. It is no longer our master. The price has been paid to buy us back. Everything was paid for in Christ. Death is related to our justification. Life is related to our sanctification in our identification. This newness of life is greater than being made new, it's newness in all things about our life. That is why we walk in this newness. Living and acting on it. You are not only changed but you’re now identified with Jesus Christ.
 
Romans 6:5 (KJV) 
5  For if we have been planted together in the likeness of his death, we shall be also in the likeness of his resurrection: 
 
Planted together is to be unified with by growing together with, like a seed planted and grows from the soil. The seed becomes unified with the soil and draws nourishment from it. Therefore we also get the benefit of his resurrection in us also. 
 
Romans 6:6 (KJV) 
6  Knowing this, that our old man is crucified with him, that the body of sin might be destroyed, that henceforth we should not serve sin. 
To serve sin is to be in bondage to sin. Sanctification pad the debt of sin but did not give us life. When someone is executed by law their debt is paid but still no life. Our identification is what bring life as we were raised from the dead with Jesus Christ.
 
Romans 6:7 (KJV) 
7  For he that is dead is freed from sin. 
The price is paid therefore we were justified. We could not be justified as long as sin is still with us.
 
Romans 6:8 (KJV) 
8  Now if we be dead with Christ, we believe that we shall also live with him: 
 
This not just our hope but a present knowing that we live with him in our identification.
 
Romans 6:9 (KJV) 
9  Knowing that Christ being raised from the dead dieth no more; death hath no more dominion over him. 
Christ died once and for all. 
Hebrews 10:10 (KJV) 
10  By the which will we are sanctified through the offering of the body of Jesus Christ once for all. 
1 Corinthians 15:20-21 (KJV) 
20  But now is Christ risen from the dead, and become the firstfruits of them that slept. 
21  For since by man came death, by man came also the resurrection of the dead. 
 
Romans 6:10 (KJV) 
10  For in that he died, he died unto sin once: but in that he liveth, he liveth unto God. 
In a Catholic Mass, there is an altar for sacrifice. The priest is the only one to drink wine because he represents Christ indicating Christ is dying each time. We have that super abounding grace because he died once.
 
Romans 6:11 (KJV) 
11  Likewise reckon ye also yourselves to be dead indeed unto sin, but alive unto God through Jesus Christ our Lord. 
Reckon is "regard". Our freedom is lived when we see ourselves dead to sin and alive unto God which is only through Jesus Christ.
 
Romans 6:12 (KJV) 
12  Let not sin therefore reign in your mortal body, that ye should obey it in the lusts thereof. 
We reign in Christ because we believe. Sin will reign the same way, by believing.
Reign means supremacy. All will sin after being saved but God has made a way to not stay in bondage to it. 
1 John 1:9-10 (KJV) 
9  If we confess our sins, he is faithful and just to forgive us our sins, and to cleanse us from all unrighteousness. 
10  If we say that we have not sinned, we make him a liar, and his word is not in us. 
 
Romans 6:13 (KJV) 
13  Neither yield ye your members as instruments of unrighteousness unto sin: but yield yourselves unto God, as those that are alive from the dead, and your members as instruments of righteousness unto God. 
yield =stand alongside in agreement
Members=arms
instruments=weapons
 
After we are born again, all the devil has to work on us is temptation because he no longer has claim to us. When it is not of God, it is unrighteousness.
 
Romans 6:14 (KJV) 
14  For sin shall not have dominion over you: for ye are not under the law, but under grace. 

We are dead to the Law.
 
This is the second statement. 
It has been a legal process and now we must reject any idea of being controlled by what we were (the old man nature). We now live by grace not the law.
 
Romans 6:15 (KJV) 
15  What then? shall we sin, because we are not under the law, but under grace? God forbid.
 
The question and the repudiation. Then come answer.
 
Romans 6:16-23 (KJV) 
16  Know ye not, that to whom ye yield yourselves servants to obey, his servants ye are to whom ye obey; whether of sin unto death, or of obedience unto righteousness? 
17  But God be thanked, that ye were the servants of sin, but ye have obeyed from the heart that form of doctrine which was delivered you. 
18  Being then made free from sin, ye became the servants of righteousness. 
19  I speak after the manner of men (speaking to the Gentiles) because of the infirmity of your flesh: for as ye have yielded your members servants to uncleanness and to iniquity unto iniquity; even so now yield your members servants to righteousness unto holiness. 
20  For when ye were the servants of sin, ye were free from righteousness. 
21  What fruit had ye then in those things whereof ye are now ashamed? for the end of those things is death. 
22  But now being made free from sin, and become servants to God, ye have your fruit unto holiness, and the end everlasting life. 
23  For the wages of sin is death; but the gift of God is eternal life through Jesus Christ our Lord. 
Romans 7:1-6 (KJV) 
1   Know ye not, brethren, (for I speak to them that know the law,) how that the law hath dominion over a man as long as he liveth? 
2  For the woman which hath an husband is bound by the law to her husband so long as he liveth; but if the husband be dead, she is loosed from the law of her husband. 
3  So then if, while her husband liveth, she be married to another man, she shall be called an adulteress: but if her husband be dead, she is free from that law; so that she is no adulteress, though she be married to another man. 
4  Wherefore, my brethren, ye also are become dead to the law by the body of Christ; that ye should be married to another, even to him who is raised from the dead, that we should bring forth fruit unto God. 
5  For when we were in the flesh, the motions of sins, which were by the law, did work in our members to bring forth fruit unto death. 
6  But now we are delivered from the law, that being dead wherein we were held; that we should serve in newness of spirit, and not in the oldness of the letter. 
 
The gentiles were ignorant of the Word of God and were carried away to worship other gods.
 
1 Corinthians 12:2 (KJV) 
2  Ye know that ye were Gentiles, carried away unto these dumb idols, even as ye were led. 
 They were encouraged to follow their own lusts in worship of their gods.
 
Here in verse 6 is the third statement It also concludes the answer from the second statement.
 
Romans 7:6 (KJV) 
6  But now we are delivered from the law, that being dead wherein we were held; that we should serve in newness of spirit, and not in the oldness of the letter.

We are dead so we can serve in life.
 
 Here we see that God set us free for a purpose. To serve God in a totally new way, that was unavailable without Christ and all he did, and what God did for us in Christ.
 
Romans 7:7 (KJV) 
7  What shall we say then? Is the law sin? God forbid.  
Here is the pattern of the question and repudiation.
Then starts the answer.
 
Romans 7:7 (KJV) 
7  Nay, I had not known sin, but by the law: for I had not known lust, except the law had said, Thou shalt not covet. 

Romans 7:8-12 (KJV) 
8  But sin, taking occasion by the commandment, wrought in me all manner of concupiscence. For without the law sin was dead. 
9  For I was alive without the law once: but when the commandment came, sin revived, and I died. 
10  And the commandment, which was ordained to life, I found to be unto death. 
11  For sin, taking occasion by the commandment, deceived me, and by it slew me. 
12  Wherefore the law is holy, and the commandment holy, and just, and good. 
 
Verse 12 is the next and last statement.
 
Romans 7:12 (KJV) 
12  Wherefore the law is holy, and the commandment holy, and just, and good.

Is the Law evil?
 
There was nothing unholy about the Law, but the standard was to great to meet for everyone but Jesus Christ. 
Then comes the question and repudiation.
 
Romans 7:13 (KJV) 
13  Was then that which is good made death unto me? God forbid. 
 
Now comes the last statement.
 
Romans 7:13-25 (KJV) 
13  Was then that which is good made death unto me? God forbid. But sin, that it might appear sin, working death in me by that which is good; that sin by the commandment might become exceeding sinful. 
14  For we know that the law is spiritual: but I am carnal, sold under sin. 
15  For that which I do I allow not: for what I would, that do I not; but what I hate, that do I. 
16  If then I do that which I would not, I consent unto the law that it is good. 
17  Now then it is no more I that do it, but sin that dwelleth in me. 
18  For I know that in me (that is, in my flesh,) dwelleth no good thing: for to will is present with me; but how to perform that which is good I find not. 
19  For the good that I would I do not: but the evil which I would not, that I do. 
20  Now if I do that I would not, it is no more I that do it, but sin that dwelleth in me. 
21  I find then a law, that, when I would do good, evil is present with me. 
22  For I delight in the law of God after the inward man: 
23  But I see another law in my members, warring against the law of my mind, and bringing me into captivity to the law of sin which is in my members. 
24  O wretched man that I am! who shall deliver me from the body of this death? 
25  I thank God through Jesus Christ our Lord. So then with the mind I myself serve the law of God; but with the flesh the law of sin. 
 
Chapters 6 and 7 can be looked at as a parenthesis and when you look back to:
 
Romans 5:21 (KJV) 
21  That as sin hath reigned unto death, even so might grace reign through righteousness unto eternal life by Jesus Christ our Lord. 
Now the context flows to:
 
Romans 8:1 (KJV) 
1  There is therefore now no condemnation to them which are in Christ Jesus, who walk not after the flesh, but after the Spirit. 

So, Chapters 6 and 7 give a full understanding why there is no condemnation to those in Christ Jesus.
